Please note that after approval, funding cannot be moved from one year to another, owing to financial planning constraints.

Please note that four items are excluded from the project budget. First, the financial award for final publication is not part of the project budget. Second, the travel costs of attending a good-quality research conference when an already approved CNB WP/RPN is accepted are not part of the project budget. Third, impact journal submission fees for a successfully published CNB WP/RPN are not part of the project budget. Fourth, expenses for the external consultant listed in part C are not part of the budget. These items are financed from the department, not the project, budget, subject to the director’s approval. 
E.  Research description
We expect the research project proposal to have 3–5 pages and to consist of two main parts: 1) Description of current state of research and key references and 2) Proposed research methodology and formulation of research hypotheses.

As regards 1) Description of current state of research and key references, please note that researchers are strongly encouraged to cover all relevant previous research in their summary of the current state of research, including all previous CNB research and their own previous work. An unsatisfactory summary of the current state of research is likely to yield a poor evaluation by the Research Advisory Committee.

As regards 2) Proposed research methodology and formulation of research hypotheses, please note that the research methodology should include a comprehensive discussion of the proposed theoretical and/or empirical methods, including a detailed data description.

Please submit the research description separately (in doc or pdf) as the dot file does not allow the inclusion of special symbols, characters and equations
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
